
Sample Endowment Fund Sub Accounts
Congregation restricted funds of the ________________ Lutheran Church Endowment Fund shall maintain categories. 

The distributions from this Fund may be used for any of the following ministries and missions of the Congregation.  The descriptions following the categories are for illustration purposes and may not describe all possible uses for distributions.

1. Building, Equipment and Grounds Improvement – Special projects to improve and repair church and school facilities, equipment and grounds.  (Example:  Painting, remodeling, new appliances, landscaping).

2. Building Fund – Income and/or principal used for new building projects or property acquisition.  The Voters may approve the use of principal on some type of a matching basis with the members of the congregation. 

3. Cemetery Fund – Additions, improvements, repairs and on-going regular maintenance.  (Example:  Planting or removing trees, lawn mowing, road maintenance.)  Income from this account is not to be distributed until the principal reaches $50,000.

4. Christian Education – Special projects to support the local Christian education programs.  (Examples: VBS, Sunday school, Bible Studies, Mid-week Confirmation class, Adult classes).

5. Family Counseling – Special gifts to aid families in our congregation with the cost of Christian counseling.  (Examples:  Lutheran Family Service, marriage, drug and alcohol dependency, family).

6. Missions – LCMS mission and ministry opportunity outside our congregation. (Examples:  Grants to world mission projects, mission projects in the MN South District, grants to LCMS colleges, seminaries, LCMS affiliated ministries).

7. Music – Special gifts to support the congregation’s music ministry.  (Examples:  purchase music, repair organ, special music programs).

8. Outreach – Special projects or programs to reach the unchurched in the community.  (Example:  radio, TV, newspaper, outreach training).

9. ________________ Preschool and Elementary School – Special projects to support our Preschool and Elementary School.  (Examples:  New desks, teacher continuing education, new teaching programs). 

10. Scholarships – Scholarships to students going into full-time church work as Pastors, Teachers, DCE.  Priority will be given in the following order:  1) Home, 2) Circuit, 3) District, 4) Synod.

11. Technology – Special projects of electronic or other technological opportunities as they become available. (Examples:  Sound system, communications equipment, office machines, computers, software).

12. Youth Programs – Special projects to support our congregation’s youth ministry programs.  (Example:  Youth retreats, counselor training, youth gatherings, summer camps).
